The Links at Crowbush Cove in 1994,
The Lake Joseph Club near Port
Carling, ON in 1997, Bell Bay GC on
Cape Breton Island, NS in 1998 and
Timberwolf GC in Sudbury, ON in
2000, The Ridge at Manitou in 2005,
and Tobiano in 2008.

Twelve of McBroom’s courses were
ranked among the Top-100 courses
in Canada by SCOREGolf magazine
in 2008 with the Links at Crowbush
Cove on Prince Edward Island, and
Beacon Hall in the Top-10; more
than any other living architect.

In Finland, the two Kyt4ji courses,
just outside of Helsinki, were voted
No.1 and 3 by Golf Digest in Finland.
